Kilkich Community Garden Beds Available

The Kilkich Community
Garden has raised garden
beds available this year.

The garden beds are free
to use, secured behind a
padlocked gate, and on an
automatic watering system
(you will not need to water
your garden bed).

The perimeter fence deters

deer, elk, and other animals;

slugs are usually your most

obnoxious and ii
destructive pests.

If you are new to gardening
or are unsure what might
grow in our coastal climate,

cool weather crops will
generally perform well.

Gardeners have had good
success with artichokes,
beets, broccoli, cabbage,
carrots, chives, herbs, kale,
kohlrabi, leeks, lettuces,
mustard greens, onions,
peas, potatoes, spinach,
squash, swiss chard, and

turnips just to name a few.

As a gardener, you will be
required to prepare and
maintain your garden bed
which requires a weekly
commitment of time and
energy. You will need to:

e prepare your bed _
e plant your bed

e weed your bed |
¢ and harvest your bed

The garden beds have soil
in them. You may want to
amend the soil in the bed
with fertilizer/compost.

Gardeners are responsible
for providing their own

fertilizer, compost, garden
plants, garden seeds, pest
control, and garden tools.
